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Executive functions (EF) are a complex cognitive control process, which permit the self-regulation and self-direction of a behaviour towards a goal, the ability to solve novel problems and the decision making and evaluation of risks through the planning of future, the identification of prioritises and sequences actions. EF impairments have been evaluated as central deficits in Attention deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD-only) and in Autism spectrum disorder (ASD-only). The main purpose of this study is to investigate the differences in the three psychopathological profiles (ASD-only, ADHD-only, ASD+ADHD) and to investigate whether and how comorbidity with hyperactive syndrome can influence executive performances in children with autistic spectrum disorder.
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
