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This study evaluates the effectiveness of video modeling, combined with descriptive feedback on performance, to teach Discrete Trial Teaching (DTT) to university students. Results show that all students improved their performance through the video modeling procedure in a short time. Moreover, the students participated in a new task for generalization. Despite the limitations, the video modeling procedure proved effective for teaching DTT to students in a short period of time.
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
