We would like to submit our manuscript entitled: “What can we learn from gritty persons? Coping strategies adopted during COVID-19 lockdown”. The research investigates coping strategies adoption during COVID-19 lockdown, examines their effectiveness and tests their relationship with grit. Structural equation model found that coping strategies act as a complete mediator of relationship between grit and perceived stress. Moreover, cluster analysis identified four groups of participants with different profiles ranging from gritty persons to people feeling hopeless. Emphasis is given on recommendations for each cluster of participants, especially for participants identified as vulnerable.
