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The paper presents a contribution aimed to explore, through an interpretative phenomenological analysis, the experience that women victims of violence have of the affects of shame, guilt and fear in relationship to their history of violence and the process of help seeking. There are two tables in the manuscript.
We believe our study offers some useful reflections on the role of these affects in interventions with women who have IPV, making the responses of the services more sensitive.
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
