Dear Editor,

Find enclosed the original research entitled Psychological adjustment and heart rate variability in ovarian cancer survivors by Francesco De Vincenzo, Chiara Cosentino, Rossella Mattea Quinto, Silvia Di Leo, Anna Contardi, Sara Guidotti, Luca Iani, and Carlo Pruneti to be evaluated for publication in the Mediterranean Journal of Clinical Psychology. This cross-sectional and correlational study examines the associations between psychological domains which were found to be relevant to ovarian cancer survivors by previous research. Moreover, it also examines the associations with heart rate variability, a well-recognized marker of vagal tone. 
The main results include: (1) strong associations between specific coping strategies (e.g., positive attitude) and body image concerns, quality of life, posttraumatic growth; (2) strong associations between vagally-mediated heart rate variability and physical functioning. We believe that this study could pave the way to a better understanding of these novel associations and could have important clinical implications. For the aforementioned reasons, we hope that the manuscript fits well with the aims of the Mediterranean Journal of Clinical Psychology. 
The manuscript is an original article, it includes four tables, and it has not been published elsewhere, accepted for publication elsewhere or under editorial review for publication elsewhere. The manuscript has also been submitted to a professional proofreading service for ensuring consistency of the spelling, grammar and punctuation.
