Dear Prof. Settineri,

I am enclosing a submission to the Mediterranean Journal of Clinical Psychology titled Level of Personality Functioning and its Relationship with Core Schemas in Anxiety and Mood Disorders. The manuscript is 19 pages long and contains five tables. 

To our knowledge, this is one of few studies that examine the severity of personality deficits in anxiety and mood disorders as conceptualized in the DSM-5 Alternative model of personality disorders and investigates core schemas as predictors of impairments in self and interpersonal functioning. We believe the findings contribute to the literature on assessment and treatment of personality pathology in internalizing disorders.

The data reported in this manuscript were collected as part of a larger data collection (at a single point in time). Some of the data were previously used; however, the relationships examined in the submitted manuscript have not been previously published (a detailed data transparency table is presented on the following page).
