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Significance of the Research, Agreement of Authors for Publication, and Number of Tables
To our knowledge, this is the first completed Italian study to deepen the subjective experience of ageing, time, and the space for older people living alone at their own house, using a psychoanalytic framework and a qualitative research approach. Based on our results, and despite the exacerbation of the condition of loneliness due to the pandemic, it argues that older people continue to show, through their narration, the emotional intensity of the living spaces as well as the juxtaposition between the memory of living and the memory of life. The capability of older people to relate to their ordinary world in a new way rarely equates to the predominant stereotypical image of old age only centered on vulnerability. What emerges, then, is the arduous work of reorganization that the elderly must do, on a background of grief and loss to be processed, both from the narcissistic and objectual points of view. 
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
